The minimum
residual reflection (0.5 %) means that MRC glass reliably eliminates ghost
images or double images caused by camera sensors reflecting light. B+W
filters are produced using state-of-the-art technology and are subject to
continuous quality control during production. The different filter models are
constantly being enhanced to ensure the best possible results. In this way,
Schneider-Kreuznach produces filters of the highest quality at world
market levels.
